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2 Adding a new data import 

 Click the Add new device button.

 Click the virtual tree item.
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 Click the DI (data import) list item.

 Click the Next button.
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 Click the Finish button.

A data import is always created without a connection.   
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3 Designation 

 Open the DI tree item. 

 Click the the new device tree item.
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 Click the Configuration button.

 Click the Name input field to specify a name for the data import.

 Click the Transmit button to save the name and description.
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 Click OK.

 Click Close to close the configuration tab.

 Click the Edit button.

 Click Add to add a value to the data import.
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 Click Settings to edit the properties of the value.

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8 Configuration based on the CSV file 

 Click the Time plan dropdown button.

If the time plane file watch (default setting) is selected, the specified import file is 
checked cyclically for size changes.  

All time instants that you have created in the GridVis time management with the tag 
DI are displayed under time plans.
